Today we go to the SekkhÈ triad. “SekkhÈ dhammÈ. AsekkhÈ dhammÈ. N’evasekkha-n’asekkhÈ dhammÈ.” How is Sekkha defined? The definition in the AtthasÈlinÊ is: “TÊsu sekkhÈsu jÈtÈ ti sekkhÈ. “You know the word ‘ti’ means three. TÊsu sikkhÈsu (three trainings) - ‘three trainings’ means sÊla, samÈdhi and paÒÒÈ. “TÊsu sikkhÈsu jÈtÈ” - they occur in three trainings; therefore, they are called ‘SekkhÈ’. The ‘I’ is changed to ‘e’ or the ‘e’ is changed to ‘a’ following the grammatical rules, so Sekkha.





Then there is another definition. “SattanaÑ sekkhÈnaÑ eteti pi sekkhÈ.” ‘Pi’ means also. SattanaÑ (of seven) sekkhÈnaÑ (Here ‘Sekkha’ means Noble Persons from SotÈpatti Magga to Arahatta Magga.) ete - it is the way of defining things like this. It means these dhammas belong to seven Sekkhas or these are the property of seven Sekkhas. Therefore they are called ‘Sekkha’. 





Then there is another definition. “Apari yositasikkhattÈ sayam eva sikkhantÊ ti pi sekkhÈ.” These dhammas are called ‘Sekkha’ because they train themselves, something like that. Although training is done by men, training is done by persons, here it is said that they themselves do the training. This is just a way of defining the word ‘Sekkha’.





“Apari yositasikkhattÈ” - that means they have not yet come to the end of the training. Only when you become an Arahant do you come to the end of training. Because they have not finished or they have not come to the end of ‘apari yosita’. ‘Apari yosita’ means to end, to make an end. “Apari yositasikkhattÈ sayam eva sikkhantÊ ti pi sekkha.” You know what dhammas are represented by Sekkha.





And then “AsekkhÈ = Upari sikkhitabbÈbhÈvato na sekkhÈ ti asekkhÈ.” Here we have ‘na sekkha ti asekkhÈ’. Those that are not Sekkha are called ‘Asekkha’. Why are they called ‘Asekkha’? “Upari sikkhitabbÈbhÈvato” (There is nothing to train). ‘Upari’ means above. That means further. So there is nothing to train further because one has reached the Arahatta Phala. So these dhammas are called ‘Asekkha’.
