4. Dependent Origination (Pañicca-samuppàda) ]

4. Paccayapariggahe pa¤¤à dhammaññhiti¤àõaü.
The wisdom gained by discerning the conditionality [of Ignorance etc. the 12 links of Dependent Origination3] is knowledge of the causal relationship of phenomena.4
[5. Comprehension (sammasana)]

5. Atãtànàgatapaccuppannànaü dhammànaü saïkhi- pitvà vavatthàne pa¤¤à sammasane ¤àõaü.

The wisdom gained by defining [as impermanent, suffering and not self5] the past, future and present phenomena [here: the five aggregates etc.6] after summarizing them [in eleven instances7] is knowledge of their comprehension.8

 6. Rise and Fall (udayabbaya)]

6. Paccuppannànaü dhammànaü vipariõàmànupassane pa¤¤à udayabbayànupassane ¤àõaü.

The wisdom gained by contemplating the change of the presently-arisen phenomena [i.e. of the five aggregates etc.] is knowledge of contemplation of their rise and fall.9
[7. Dissolution (bhaïga)]

7. ârammaõaü pañisaïkhà bhaïgànupassane pa¤¤à vipassane ¤àõaü.
The wisdom gained by contemplating the dissolution [of the consciousness or knowledge10] after reflecting on the object [i.e. five aggregates etc. that also dissolve11] is knowledge of insight.12
[8. Appearance as Fearful (Bhayatupaññhàna)]

8. Bhayatupaññhàne pa¤¤à àdãnave ¤àõaü.

The wisdom gained by the appearance [of all formations13] as fearful14 is knowledge of their danger.15
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
